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What is an electronic resource?

An electronic resource is any resource or collection available via the
internet. These might include databases, archives, online encyclopedias, etc.
Some of these are available for free and some are subscription services. As a
member of the Library, you are entitled to use an ever-growing number of these
resources. Their functions vary: some index periodicals provide links to full-text
reproductions of articles, and some supplement or replace reference books.

Where to begin?

Below is a picture of the Library catalog. To access the list of electronic
resources simply scroll to the bottom of the page. They are collected on the left
side, following the search options.
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Our resources break down into 4 basic categories: newspaper/periodical archives,
online reference, scholarly journal archives, and specialist reference material.
